At the top of the page, the title of the article should be written in capital letters.
One line below, the author’s surname, first name, place of work (higher education
institution or research institution), position, and contact phone number should be
indicated.

After one line space, the main text follows.

References used in the preparation of the thesis must be provided as footnotes at
the bottom of each page.

If internet resources (such as Google Translator or others) are used, their
translations must be edited for linguistic and semantic accuracy.

All submitted materials will be checked using anti-plagiarism software (originality
must be not less than 70%).

The content of the theses must reflect the topics discussed at the conference. At the
end of the thesis, practical recommendations must be provided.

Authors bear personal responsibility for the content, accuracy, and reliability of the
information in their articles and theses.

Avrticles that do not meet the stated requirements will not be included in the
collection.
